RESOLUTION
A RESOLUTION OR-
DERING AND CALL-
ING A SPECIAL ELEC-
TION TO BE HELD IN 
SCHOOL DISTRICT 
NO. 30 OF CALCASIEU 
PARISH, LOUISIANA, 
ON NOVEMBER 15, 
2025, AUTHORIZING 
THE INCURRING OF 
DEBT AND ISSUANCE 
OF BONDS OF SAID 
DISTRICT; AND MAK-
ING APPLICATION 
TO THE STATE BOND 
COMMISSION AND 
PROVIDING FOR OTH-
ER MATTERS IN CON-
NECTION THEREWITH.
WHEREAS, it is deemed 
necessary and desir-
able by the Calcasieu 
Parish School Board, 
governing authority of 
School District No. 30 of 
Calcasieu Parish, Lou-
isiana, (the “District”), 
that bonds of the District 
be issued in the sum of 
not to exceed EIGHTY-
THREE MILLION AND 
NO/100 ($83,000,000) 
DOLLARS, for the pur-
pose of acquiring and/
or improving land and 
playgrounds, purchas-
ing, erecting, enlarging 
and/or improving school 
buildings and other 
school related facilities 
within and for said Dis-
trict, and acquiring the 
necessary equipment 
and furnishings therefor, 
title to which shall be in 
the public for the pur-
pose of operating and 
maintaining the District’s 
school facilities (the 
“Bonds”); and
WHEREAS, authority for 
issuance of the Bonds of 
the District for such pur-
pose is granted by Article 
6, Section 33 and Article 
7, Section 26(E) of the 
Constitution of 1974 of 
the State of Louisiana, 
by Subpart B of Part II 
of Chapter 4 of Sub-Title 
II of Title 39 of the Lou-
isiana Revised Statutes 
of 1950, as amended, 
and other constitutional 
and statutory authority 
supplemental thereto, 
provided issuance of 
such bonds is first au-
thorized by a majority of 
the qualified electors of 
the District voting on the 
proposition at an election 
to be held for such pur-
pose; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to 
the provisions of La. R.S. 
39:1421, et seq., the 
bonds, if authorized by 
the District’s electorate, 
may be sold at private 
sale in the manner deter-
mined by the Calcasieu 
Parish School Board, 
governing authority of 
the District provided is-
suance and private sale 
of the general obligation 
bonds is approved by the 
State Bond Commission 
by two-thirds of the mem-
bers present and voting 
thereon; and 
WHEREAS, the Calca-
sieu Parish School Board 
desires to provide for the 
holding of an election at 
which the proposition of 
issuing such Bonds may 
be submitted; and
NOW, THEREFORE, 
BE IT RESOLVED by 
the Calcasieu Parish 
School Board, acting as 
the governing authority 
of School District No. 30 
of Calcasieu Parish, Lou-
isiana:
SECTION 1. 
The statements of fact 
expressly contained 
within the preamble to 
this Resolution have 
been specifically re-
viewed by the District’s 
Board of Commissioners 
and are found to be fac-
tually true and correct, 
and are made resolu-
tions of the District.
SECTION 2.	
Subject to the approval 
of the State Bond Com-
mission, and under the 
authority conferred by 
Article 6, Section 33 
and Article 7, Section 
26(E) of the Constitution 
of 1974 of the State of 
Louisiana, and Subpart 
B of Part II of Chapter 
4 of Sub-Title II of Title 
39 of the Louisiana Re-
vised Statutes of 1950, 
as amended, and other 
constitutional and stat-
utory authority supple-
mental thereto, a special 
election be and is hereby 
called and ordered to be 
held in School District 
No. 30 of Calcasieu Par-
ish, Louisiana (the “Dis-
trict”), on Saturday, the 
15th day of November, 
2025, between the hours 
of seven (7:00) o’clock 
a.m. and eight (8:00) 
o’clock p.m., in compli-
ance with the provisions 
of Section 541 of Title 
18 and of Chapter 6-A 
of Title 18 of the Louisi-
ana Revised Statutes of 
1950, as amended, and 
that at said special elec-
tion there be submitted to 
all the qualified electors 
of the District entitled 
and qualified to vote at 
said election under the 
Constitution and laws of 
the United States, the 
following proposition:
BOND PROPOSITION

Shall School District No. 
30 of Calcasieu Parish, 
Louisiana (“District”), 
incur debt and issue 
bonds in an amount not 
exceeding Eighty-Three 
Million ($83,000,000) 
Dollars, in one or more 
series, for a period not 
exceeding twenty-five 
(25) years from date 
thereof, with interest at 
a rate or rates not ex-
ceeding seven (7.0%) 
percent per annum, for 
the purpose of acquir-
ing and/or improving 
lands for buildings and 
playgrounds, purchas-
ing, erecting, enlarging 
and/or improving school 
buildings and other re-
lated facilities and nec-
essary equipment and 
furnishings therefor, title 
to which shall be in the 
public, which bonds shall 
be general obligations of 
the District and will be re-
tired with, paid from and 
secured by ad valorem 
taxes estimated to be 9 
mills for the first year, on 
all taxable property with-
in the District sufficient in 
rate and amount to pay 
said bonds in principal 
and interest, as provided 
by Article VI, Section 33 
of the 1974 Louisiana 
Constitution, as amend-
ed, and statutory authori-
ty supplemental thereto?
SECTION 3. 
The polling places set 
forth in the Notice of Spe-
cial Election annexed 
hereto as Exhibit A and 
incorporated herein by 
reference, the same as if 
it were set forth herein in 
full, be and the same are 
hereby designated as the 
polling places at which to 
hold such election. There 
shall be published no-
tice of said election in 
the American Press, a 
daily newspaper of gen-
eral circulation within 
Calcasieu Parish, pub-
lished in Lake Charles, 
Louisiana, and being 
the official journal of the 
District, once a week for 
four consecutive weeks, 
with the first publication 
to be made not less than 
forty-five (45) days nor 
more than ninety (90) 
days prior to the date 
fixed for the election, 
which notice shall be 
substantially in accor-
dance with the Notice of 
Special Tax Election.
Notwithstanding the fore-
going, prior to publication 
of the Notice of Election, 
the President or the Sec-
retary of the Board is 
authorized and directed 
to make any amend-
ments to the foregoing 
proposition that may be 
required to comply with 
any laws, regulations, 
or requirements of the 
State of Louisiana or its 
agencies.
SECTION 4. 
Officers designated or 
such substitutes as may 
be selected, designated 
and sworn in compli-
ance with Sections 1286 
through 1289 of Title 18 
of the Louisiana Revised 
Statutes of 1950, as 
amended, shall hold the 
said election substantial-
ly in accordance with the 
general election laws of 
the State of Louisiana, 
except that the election 
is called and shall be 
conducted, canvassed, 
and promulgated, and 
notice thereof given in 
accordance with the 
procedures set forth in 
Chapter 6-A of Title 18 
of the Louisiana Revised 
Statutes of 1950, as 
amended. Said election 
officers shall make due 
returns of said election 
at a regular meeting of 
the Calcasieu Parish 
School Board, to be held 
at its regular meeting 
place, the School Board 
Office, Lake Charles, 
Louisiana, on Tuesday, 
the 9th day of Decem-
ber, 2025, at 5:00 o’clock 
p.m., at which time said 
School Board will, then 
and there, in open and 
public session, examine 
and canvass the returns 
and declare the result of 
said special election. The 
compensation of election 
officials be and the same 
is hereby fixed at the 
sum as specified in Sec-
tions 424 and 425 of Title 
18 of the Louisiana Re-
vised Statutes of 1950, 
as amended. Assessed 
valuations shall not be 
voted in this election, 
and all qualified electors 
of the District are entitled 
to vote therein. Voting 
machines shall be used 
in this election, and vot-
ers shall not be required 
to sign a ballot or vote 
assessed valuation of 
property. The permanent 
registration law of the 
State of Louisiana being 
in force in Calcasieu Par-
ish, said election shall be 
conducted in accordance 
with applicable provi-
sions thereof.
SECTION 5. 
The Secretary of the 
Calcasieu Parish School 
Board be and he is 
hereby empowered, au-
thorized and directed to 
arrange for furnishing 
said election officers, in 
ample time for holding 
of said election the nec-
essary equipment, forms 
and other election para-
phernalia essential to the 
proper holding of said 
election.
SECTION 6. 
Application is hereby for-
mally made to the State 
Bond Commission, Ba-
ton Rouge, Louisiana, 
in compliance with the 
requirements of Chapter 
2, Title 47 of the Louisi-
ana Revised Statutes of 
1950, as amended, and 
in compliance with Article 
6, Sections 29, 30 and 
32 of the Constitution of 
1974 of the State of Lou-
isiana, and other Con-
stitutional and statutory 
authority supplemental 
thereto, for consent, ap-
proval and authority to 
hold the aforesaid elec-
tion in the District under 
the provisions of Article 
6, Section 22 and Article 
7, Section 26(E) of the 
Constitution of 1974 of 
the State of Louisiana, 
and Sub-Part B of Part II 
of Chapter 4 of Sub-Title 
II of Title 39 of the Louisi-
ana Revised Statutes of 
1950, as amended, and 
other Constitutional and 
statutory authority sup-
plemental thereto, and in 
the event such election 
carries, for its consent 
and authority to levy and 
collect the ad valorem 
taxes therein provided, 
and to issue Bonds to 
be retired with, paid from 
and secured by said ad 
valorem taxes on all tax-
able property within the 
limits of the District suffi-
cient in rate and amount 
to pay said Bonds in prin-
cipal and interest as they 
respectively mature. The 
Secretary is empowered, 
authorized and request-
ed to forward to the State 
Bond Commission a cer-
tified copy of this resolu-
tion which shall consti-
tute a formal application 
to said Commission as 
herein provided.
SECTION 7. 
By virtue of the District’s 
application for, accep-
tance and utilization of 
the benefits of the Loui-
siana State Bond Com-
mission’s approval(s) 
resolved and set forth 
herein, the District re-
solves that it understands 
and agrees that such ap-
proval(s) are expressly 
conditioned upon, and 
it further resolves that 
it understands, agrees 
and binds itself, its suc-
cessors and assigns to, 
full and continuing com-
pliance with the “State 
Bond Commission Policy 
on Approval of Proposed 
Use of Swaps, or oth-
er forms of Derivative 
Products Hedges, Etc.,” 
adopted by the Commis-
sion on July 20, 2006, 
as to the borrowing(s) 
and other matter(s) sub-
ject to the approval(s), 
including subsequent 
application and approval 
under said Policy of the 
implementation or use 
of any sway(s) or other 
product(s) or enhance-
ment(s) covered thereby.
SECTION 8.  
There being a real public 
necessity for the reten-
tion and employment 
of legal counsel to pro-
vide specialized legal 
services in connection 
with acquiring and/
or improving land and 
playgrounds, purchas-
ing, erecting, enlarging 
and/or improving school 
buildings and other 
school related facilities 
within and for the Dis-
trict, and acquiring the 
necessary equipment 
and furnishings therefor, 
title to which shall be in 
the public, for the benefit 
of all its citizens, requir-
ing issuance of General 
Obligation Public School 
Improvement Bonds by 
School District No. 30 of 
Calcasieu Parish, Loui-
siana, and it appearing 
that the public interest 
requires obtaining such 
specialized legal ser-
vices, Jones Walker LLP, 
of Lake Charles, Louisi-
ana, is hereby employed 
for such purposes (“Bond 
Counsel”). The fee for 
the work to be performed 
hereunder is contingent 
upon issuance, sale and 
delivery of the Bonds, 
and shall be in accor-
dance with the maximum 
fee schedule of the Attor-
ney General of the State 
of Louisiana for compre-
hensive legal and coordi-
nate professional work of 
bond attorneys and bond 
counsel in issuance of 
bonds. Should the elec-
tion provided for herein 
fail one or more times, 
Bond Counsel never-
theless shall continue to 
provide legal services 
until the project contem-
plated herein is success-
fully accomplished. It 
is intended that accep-
tance and approval of 
this resolution by enter-
ing upon performance 
by Bond Counsel of the 
legal services provided 
herein shall constitute 
this resolution a contract 
in accordance with the 
provisions hereof. Upon 
delivery and payment in 
full for the Bonds, pay-
ment of the fee and ex-
pense of Bond Counsel 
is authorized to be made 
as herein provided.
SECTION 9.  
The employment of 
Stifel, Nicolaus & Com-
pany, Incorporated of Ba-
ton Rouge, Louisiana, as 
underwriter and invest-
ment banker or place-
ment agent in connection 
with the Bonds is hereby 
approved. The compen-
sation of the Underwriter 
or placement agent shall 
be payable from pro-
ceeds of the Bonds and 
shall be subject to ap-
proval of the governing 
authority of the District 
and the Louisiana State 
Bond Commission.
SECTION 10.  
The employment of Gov-
ernment Consultants, 
Inc., of Baton Rouge, 
Louisiana, as Municipal 
Advisor in connection 
with the Bonds is hereby 
approved. The compen-
sation of the Municipal 
Advisor shall be pay-
able from proceeds of 
the Bonds and shall be 
subject to approval of 
the governing authority 
of the District and the 
Louisiana State Bond 
Commission.
SECTION 11. 
Pursuant to the pro-
visions of La. R.S. 
39:1421, et seq., the 
Bonds may be sold at 
private sale in the man-
ner determined by the 
Calcasieu Parish School 
Board, as governing au-
thority of the District pro-
vided issuance of such 
general obligation bonds 
is approved by the State 
Bond Commission by 
two-thirds of the mem-
bers present and voting 
thereon.
SECTION 12. 
Certified copies of this 
Resolution shall be for-
warded to the Secre-
tary of State, the Clerk 
of Court and Ex-Officio 
Custodian of Voting Ma-
chines in and for the Par-
ish of Calcasieu, and the 
Registrar of Voters, as 
notification of the special 
election herein called in 
order that each may pre-
pare for said election and 
perform their respective 
functions as authorized 
and required by law.
SECTION 13. 
This resolution is an 
adoption of an official in-
tent of the District relative 
to issuance of its Bonds 
as contemplated herein 
in accordance with the 
laws of the State of Lou-
isiana and the United 
States Treasury Regu-
lations, Section 1.150-
2(e). The Bonds are 
not expected to exceed 
an aggregate principal 
amount of $83,000,000. 
Reimbursement of ex-
penditures of the District 
from proceeds of the 
Bonds, if any, will be for 
reimbursement of expen-
ditures made from time 
to time in connection with 
the Project.
SECTION 14.  
In the event the District’s 
electorate approves issu-
ance of general obliga-
tion bonds at the election 
provided for herein, the 
Calcasieu Parish School 
Board, as governing 
authority of the District, 
does hereby approve pri-
vate sale of the general 
obligation bonds, pro-
vided such private sale 
of the general obligation 
bonds is approved by 
the State Bond Commis-
sion by two-thirds of the 
members present and 
voting thereon, pursuant 
to the provisions of La. 
R.S. 39:1421 et seq.
SECTION 15.  
As provided for and con-
ditioned in Section 14 
above, private sale of the 
general obligation bonds 
to Stifel, Nicolaus and 
Company, Incorporated, 
Baton Rouge, Louisiana, 
is approved and autho-
rized.
SECTION 16. 
All resolutions, ordinanc-
es, or orders in conflict 
herewith, be, to the 
extent of such conflict, 
and they are hereby re-
pealed.
